I am very excited to have the opportunity to work with your son/daughter this school year.  Below are a few policies and procedures that I would like to share with you.  These are designed to make the classroom environment conducive to learning, so your child can succeed in math.  Please read the document, fill out the information, sign it, and return only the last page by Wednesday, August 30, 2017.  If you have any questions or concerns feel free to contact me at any time either by phone, e-mail, or include them on the attached sheet.  
Materials:
Your child’s textbook will be provided in a modified form that will enable to me to make appropriate modifications and adaptations to the curriculum in order to help all students be successful in math class.  Therefore, your child will not be provided with a traditional textbook that they will carry back and forth to school on a daily basis.  These materials typically remain in the classroom.
Your student will need a 3 ring binder to transport math assignments and needed materials for math class to and from school.

Consequences:

Students who do not follow classroom expectations will discuss their behavior and the appropriate consequence with the teacher after receiving a warning. The team and school discipline process, as outlined in the student handbook, will be followed if further discipline is needed.
Homework/Assignment Policy:

Homework is important in a math class and will be assigned regularly.  It is essential that your child completes each homework assignment to keep up with the math course.  Homework is to be handed in on time. If homework assignments are not completed, students will be required to complete the assignment before school, after school, or during their lunch period.  To check and see if your child has homework each night, please visit my homework page at http://jenhubbard.weebly.com/homework.html.  Assignments may also be sent home via Remind which, you need to sign up for.  There is also a link in the parent portal that will link you to my website.  

If your child is absent, he or she will be given an amount of time to make up work which is equal to that of the excused absence(s).  Frequent absences usually affect a student’s grade adversely.  In math, each class builds on the class before and it can be very difficult to catch up with missed material. 

According to our school handbook, homework should be assigned for the purpose of establishing and reinforcing those concepts and skills previously introduced in class, developing within the learner a sense of responsibility for learning, and the formation of habits and skills necessary for independent learning.  In order for the purpose of homework to be accomplished, the responsibilities must be shared by the facilitator, the parent, and the learner.  Suggested approximate homework time guidelines:

Grade 6 - 40-50 minutes (total for all courses), Grade 7 - 50-60 minutes (total for all courses), and Grade 8 - 50-60 minutes (total for all courses).  Homework is not assigned every night in math class, however it is assigned periodically throughout the year when we are working on concepts that students need additional practice with.  Students are expected to follow the school guidelines and complete homework on time in order to gain the most academic benefit.

Two-Dimensional Geometry - Understanding properties of shapes and angle relationships of regular and irregular polygons.

Stretching and Shrinking:
Understanding Similarity - Understanding similar figures, including scale factors, finding missing sides, side length ratios, and basic similarity transformations and their algebraic rules.

Comparing and Scaling: 
Ratio, Rates, Percents, & Proportions - Understanding fractions, percentages, ratios, and rates, including making comparisons, proportional reasoning, and solving proportions.

Moving Straight Ahead:
Linear Relationships - Recognizing and representing linear relationships in tables, graphs, words, and symbols, including solving linear equations and slope.

What Do You Expect?:
Probability - Understanding how to reason about uncertainty, including calculating experimental and theoretical probabilities and equally-likely and non-equally-likely outcomes.
